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The Finnish clarinetist Björn Nyman (born in 1977) is one of the leading clarinetists of his generation in the Nordic region, and is a sough-after chamber musician and soloist. He holds the position as Principal Clarinet in the Norwegian Radio Orchestra and in the Norwegian Chamber Orchestra.
Björn Nyman is a prizewinner in two of the world’s most prestigious clarinet competitions: the ARD competition in 2003 and the Carl Nielsen competition 2005. In both competitions, he was in addition awarded a special prize for his interpretation of the Mozart Clarinet Concerto, and in the ARD also the prize for best interpretation of the commissioned new piece. Furthermore, Nyman was awarded the first price in the Crusell competition 2002, the ConocoPhillipps’ Young Artist competition the same year and the Yamaha Music Foundation Europe competition in 2000.
He has performed as soloist with orchestras like the Munich Chamber Orchestra, Stavanger Symphony Orchestra, Bergen Philharmonic Orchestra, Bayeriche Rundfunk, Odense Symphony Orchestra, Shenandoah Festival Orchestra and the Norwegian Radio Orchestra. In January 2010, Nyman premiered the Clarinet Concerto of Jan Erik Mikalsen, composed for Nyman and the Norwegian Radio Orchestra.
Björn Nyman has performed on main chamber music festivals such as Risør Festival of Chamber Music, Oslo Chamber Music Festival and the Korsholm Music Festival. His recent recording of Bartok Contrasts on the Norwegian label 2L has received excellent reviews.
Björn Nyman was chosen as Principal Clarinet for Gustav Mahler Jugendorchester and toured with conductors like Claudio Abbado, Seiji Ozawa and Pierre Boulez. Already at the age of 19, he was appointed Principal Clarinet in the Chamber Orchestra of Lapland. 
He studied with Professor Hans Christian Bræin and Leif Arne Pedersen at the Norwegian State Academy of Music, where also Nyman himself teaches today, and with Yehuda Gilad at the University of Southern California.
